Building hundreds into thousands up to 10,000.  Introduction approximation to the nearest 10 and 100 and negative numbers in context.  Further look at number sequencing and patterns, addition and subtraction of fractions and decimals.  Sorting information in a variety of ways and predicting outcomes.  Use of decimals in length, units of measure in mass and capacity and measuring angles.  Develop calendar work and telling time to the nearest minute

Science.  Electricity.  Building an electrical circuit with a switch.  Draw diagrams of simple circuits using symbols.  Insulators and conductors.

Forces – The force of friction.  How friction acts on objects and how it can be used in machines.
