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Communication,

Language and

Literacy


Children will be sharing stories, information books and poems about places and holidays.  They will write lists and stories.  They will use puppets to retell stories they have read.  They will sequence stories and talk about characters.

Unit 3

Literacy Work


Children will continue to read from a range of texts.  They will talk about how books work.. They will begin to spell simple words.  They will learn to use and write capital letters.  They will begin to use non-fiction books.

Numeracy/ Mathematics


Children will be counting, recognising, adding and subtracting numbers.  They will produce simple graphs and charts.  They will use language to describe lengths, masses and capacity eg when cooking.  They will use language to describe and compare shapes, patterns and positions.

Physical

Development 


Children will be playing simple games. They will sometimes work as teams.  They will develop balance and control when using large apparatus eg bikes.  A visiting specialists will develop their gym skills.

Creative 

Development


Children will use paint, drawing materials and collage to represent different stories.  They will learn songs and how to change the sounds musical instruments make eg long/short sounds.  They will listen to and follow steady beats.  A visiting specialist will develop their music skills. 

Personal, Social and Emotional Development


Children will be able to express their feelings and know that this will be accepted.  They will become self-disciplined.

Knowledge and 

Understanding of The World


Children will be talking about places and holidays.  They will learn about different sorts of places and share stories eg “whatever next” and “Mr Grumpy’s Outing”.  They will investigate how caterpillars change and grow.  They will use programmable toys and use the computer to draw and search for information.
